We are in the midst of our summer revival, and over the next few weeks, I want to walk 
through II Chronicles 7:14.  Today think about the first phrase (14a), ñIf my people which 
are called by my nameé.ò

reviving books, benches, or buildings, but people.  Clearly not just any people, but His 
people, those who know Him and follow Him.  If you are saved and are a follower of 
Christ, this revival is for you.
