of Divinity from Southern Seminary, and his Doctor of Ministry from Drew University in Madison, New Jersey.  
 

He has pastored Sardis Baptist Church in Philadelphia, Mississippi; Ridgedale Baptist Church in Scottsboro; Flint River Baptist 
Church in Huntsville, Alabama; South Fork Baptist Church in Hodgenville, Kentucky; Bethel Baptist Church in Sumter, South   
Carolina; Highland Baptist Church in Florence, Alabama and also served as the associate pastor/administrator of First Baptist 
Church in Huntsville, Alabama.  Sammy has served on the Alabama Baptist State Convention as a member of the State Board of 
Missions, the Committee on Boards and Commissions, the Constitution and Bylaw Revision Committee, and the University of  
Mobile      Reconciliation Committee.  He has been moderator of the Lynn Baptist Association of Kentucky; Chairman of the Baptist 
Campus Ministry for the Madison Association; Chairman of the Mission Committee for Colbert-Lauderdale Baptist Association; 
President of the Pastorôs Conference for Santee Baptist Association in Sumter, South Carolina.  He has served on the Committee 
on Committees of the Southern Baptist  Convention.  He has been a speaker for both the Alabama and Alaska Baptist State    
Pastorôs Conferences.  He has also served on the Samford Reconciliation Committee. 
 

He has also served on mission trips with the Home Mission Board in Indiana, West Virginia, New Mexico and Missouri and has 
preached crusades for the International Mission Board in Brazil, Australia, New Zealand, Fiji Islands, Russia and Romania.

The Way of Revival  

II Chronicles 7:14 ð òAnd turn from their wicked ways.ó 
 

The key to this phrase can be found in one word ï the word turn.  The truth that the writer is clearly 
speaking about is repentance.  Today, we live in a time where there is little preaching about            
repentance and even less practice of repentance.   

 

Repentance means to turn and go in another direction.  At the time of the writing of this verse, the nation of Israel was 
going in the wrong direction and the writer pled with them to turn around.  In fact, the last half of the above verse        
reminds us, as it did Israel, that we will not have revival until we repent or turn from our sins. 
 

Let me ask you:  What sin are you playing with in your life?  Is it something so small that you might think it not so bad, 
that it wonôt really make a difference?  If we truly want the revival that God plans and desires for our church, we must be 
a repenting people.  We must, with bitter tears, find ourselves at the altar of God, repenting all our sins.  It is not a matter 
of choice but of necessity if we want revival to come.  Only God knows how bad His people need revival and it will not 
come until we repent of our sins!  Donôt miss another service ï God is up to something.  Make sure you are a part of it!
