. Be a Cook. We will provide supper on Friday and lunch on Saturday here at lovely and scenic Brandon Baptist Church, but we

need some folks to help cook those meals!

. Pray for leaders. Each Host Home will have two students from Louisiana Tech Baptist Collegiate Ministry as leaders for the

weekend.
