Another reason to get a flu shot:  Your Heart 
 

In all the hoopla over swine (H1N1) flu, donõt ignore the 
òregularó flu. 
 

Seasonal flu and H1N1 flu are different in some ways and 
similar in others.  One of the similarities is that both may be 
hard on your heart.  Flu can make breathing difficult, boost 
blood pressure, make the heart beat faster and rev up    in-
flammation.  All of these force the heart to work harder.  The 
inflammation can also cause a vulnerable, cholesterol-filled 
plaque inside a coronary artery to break apart.  The blood 
clot that forms to seal the break can block the artery, caus-
ing a heart attack or sudden death.  So, seriously    consider 
getting  the regular old flu shot!
